The successful nominees and nominators will be informed by letter.

The BC 4-H Council will cover costs incurred for travel (air or ground), accommodations and meals for the inductee to attend the Award ceremony in accordance with BC 4-H Council Travel Policies.

Inductees may be accompanied by a guest at their expense with the exclusion of the Award ceremony and banquet fees.
